PegLeg Installation
This is simple enough, it hardly needs explanation, however just a few points to keep in mind….

· There is a range, front to back, you can choose to mount the PegLeg. You MUST verify you have a minimum of 1” clearance at the front wheel when turned throughout its range and stroke.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Using the PegLeg as a template, mark the two holes on the frame w/ a Sharpie marker. Take your time, and get it right.
· Con one of your buddies into holding the wires and cables out of the frame rail while you drill.
· We advise you to drill a small pilot hole first to help keep the hole on center.
· Drill the final holes to 5/16”.
· Fasten the PegLeg w/ the supplied hardware.
· (NOTE) If running the pegs spacers for use w/ a floorboard, trade the bolt that came w/ your pegs w/ our longer bolt.
· (NOTE) These are designed to hold your foot in a position that Harley riders will envy. They’re not designed to stand on.
